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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes to modify the CMR server functional modules. The major changes are :

· delete the general module, the corresponding functions are supported in other 3 modules

· change the “Presentation Control” module to “Presentation and Presentation Control’ module
· The “Resource Management”  module renamed as “Resource Handling and Management” which contains the General CMR Resource Management function, the storage of the CMR resources and other funcitons
· merge the “Preference Management” module and  “Resource Management”  module(except the General CMR Resource Management function, the storage of the CMR resources) to “Service Management” module

5.3.1 CMR Function Components

5.3.1.1 CMR Server

The CMR Server implements the network side of the CMR Enabler and provides the functions as described in the subsequent sections.
5.3.1.1.1 Service Management Function
The Service Management Function  has the responsibility for the following actions.

· management of the CMR user’s preference settings

· Default CMR resource settings

· CMR resources presentation rules based on different criterion or the combination of the criterion:
·  calling/called group, time/date, presence and location information etc.
· The presenting sequence or priority

· CMR resource filter rules
· Presentation control settings (e.g stop/continue CMR presentation upon a particular event) 
· CMR user’s Personal CMR Resource Management  

· subscribing/deleting/renewal the CMR resources to the user’s resource library
· Defining/purchasing of CMR resource box 
· Copy the CMR resources for the user himself or the other users off-line subject to the CMR resource owner’s privacy

· Copy the CMR resources on-line (during/after the presentation) subject to the CMR resource owner’s privacy
· CMR service management by SP 

· The default system setting by the SP

·  Service subscription

· CMR Resource presentation control (e.g. stop/continue) according to CMR user’s preference settings
· CMR Resource dynamic presentation control 
· Receiving the instructions from CMR Client, including user’s request of filtering CMR resource presentation
· Interaction with application, e.g. for media player/server control of the CMR resource presentation

· Dynamic information acquisition

· Collecting user’s location  information by interacting with the Location enabler
