C.X CMR Server interaction with  LOPSIP
The CMR Server acts as a Location Client to request location information from the Location Resource List Server via the SIP/IP Core network for the list of users residing in SIP/IP Core network, i.e. to retrieve Evaluation Information about targets.
The CMR Server interacts with RLS XDMS via Aggregation proxy for maintaining the list of users whose location to be requested.
The functionality of the Aggregation Proxy is described in [OMA XDMAD].
The RLS XDMS document format and usage are specified in [RFC4826] section 4 RLS Services Document.
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
