6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add in Appendix B as following:
Appendix B. Flows (informative)

B.X CMR Server configured to filter presenting CMR resource
In this example, it assumes that CMR Client A has configured filter on CMR Server A(CMR Server A records the CMR Client A’s filter setting). 
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Fig.X  CMR Server configured filter
1. Client A sends a call request.
2. Client A’s core network receives the call request and forwards it to CMR Server A according iFC.
3. In Fig. X, CMR Client A configured a filter setting which indicates to refuse any CMR resource on CMR Server A. CMR Server A receives the call request and evaluates filter setting in the server and sends the call request which added filter indicator towards CMR Client B.
4. A’s core network receives the call request from CMR Server A and forwards it to CMR Client B’s core network.
5. In CMR Client B’s core network, the call request is received. There are 2 methods to dispose the request:

1) If a iFC for CMR filter indicator is configured in the core network so that the filter indicator is deleted from the call request. the call request is delivered to Client B by B’s core network. In this case step 7 follows step 4.
Or

2) B’s core network forwards the call request to CMR Server B without disposing filter indicator.
6. CMR Server B receives the call request and restores the filter indicator for this call and sends the call request which the filter indicator is deleted towards CMR Client B.
7. B’s core network receives the call request from CMR Server B and forwards it to CMR Client B.
8. CMR Client B receives the call request and returns alerting message.
Notes: CMR Client ignores the filter indicator if presented in the call request.
9. B’s core network receives the alerting message. According disposing method described in step 5, the alerting message is forwards to A’s core network and step 12 follows step 8 in the case of 1). The alerting message is forwards to CMR Server B in the case of 2).
10. CMR Server B receives the alerting message and executes filter setting. CMR resource will not be presented according restored information in CMR Server B.
11. CMR Server B forwards the alerting message.

12. B’s core network receives the alerting message and forwards it to A’s core network.
13. A’s core network receives the alerting message and forwards it to CMR Server A.
14. CMR Server A receives the alerting message and does not prepare CMR resource according CMR Client A’s filter setting.

15. CMR Server A forwards the received alerting message.
16. A’s core network forwards the alerting message to CMR Client A.

17. CMR Client A receives the alerting message. CMR user A hears normal back tone by CMR Client A.
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
