6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add in Appendix B as following:

B.X CMR Client request to filter presenting CMR resource
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Fig.X  CMR Client request filtering

1. Client-A sends call request to CMR Server which call request carries a filter ID denoting to filter CMR resource.

Notes: Call request pass through core network.

2. CMR Server receives call request and recognizes filter. CMR Server sends call request which filter ID has been deleted to CMR Client-B.

3. CMR Client-B receives call request and returns alerting message.

4.CMR Server receives alerting message and prepares normal back tone resource, not  CMR resource,

5. CMR Server forwards alerting message to CMR Client-A.

Notes: This alerting message may include the description of normal back tone resource.

6. CMR Client-A is ready. CMR Server sends back tone(normal) to CMR Client-A, and CMR Client-A receives back tone and present.

7. CMR Client-B answers.

8. CMR Server receives answer message and forward the message to CMR Cleint-A.

9-10. An ACK message is delivered from CMR Client-A to Client-B through CMR Server.

11. CMR Client-A and Client-B exchange their media (caller and callee are talking).
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
