1. Client A sends a call request which carries a filter indicator denoting to filter his/her CMR resource..

2. Client A’s core network receives the call request and forwards it to CMR Server A according iFC.

3. CMR Server A receives the call request and recognizes filter. CMR Server A sends call request which filter indicator has been deleted towards CMR Client B.
4. A’s core network receives the call request from CMR Server A and forwards it to CMR Client B’s core network.

5. In CMR Client B’s core network, the call request is received. B’s core network forwards the call request to CMR Server B.

6. CMR Server B receives the call request and sends the call request towards CMR Client B.

7. B’s core network receives the call request from CMR Server B and forwards it to CMR Client B

8. CMR Client B receives the call request and returns alerting message.,

9. B’s core network receives alerting message. The alerting message is forwards to CMR Server B.

10. CMR Server B receives the alerting message and executes CMR service and forwards the alerting message.

11. B’s core network receives the alerting message from CMR Server B and forwards it to A’s core network.

12. A’s core network receives the alerting message and forwards it to CMR Server A.

13. CMR Server A receives the alerting message. CMR Server A does not prepare CMR resource for CMR Client A because of CMR Client A’s filter request.
14. CMR Server A forwards the alerting message and A’s core network receives the alerting message.
15. A’s core network forwards the alerting message to CMR Client A and CMR Client A receives the alerting message.
16. CMR Server B sends CMR resource to CMR Client A.
17. CMR user A hears CMR resource as back tone by CMR Client A.
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
