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1 Reason for Change
It is necessary for users to take control of real time playing for Multimedia ringing. While playing CMR in call establishment process, users could control the CMR playing whenever they wished through sending an instruction.
Therefore, it is recommended to clarify these in the dynamic control of CMR Presentation Control.

Generally, controlling instruction is implemented through in-band (DTMF Signal) or out-band approach (HTTP Message) which is careless by users. The users only need to make the control by acting at a menu which indicates correspond instructions to the CMR play.

5.3.1.1.3   Presentation Control Function

The Presentation Control Function has the responsibility for the following actions.

· Proper CMR Resource selection as per user preference setting, per event

· CMR resource presentation
· Interaction with media player/CMR Client  for CMR resource presentation
· CMR Resource presentation control (e.g. stop/continue) according to CMR user’s preference settings
· CMR Resource dynamic presentation control

· Receiving the instructions from CMR Client, and Controlling the CMR Resource playing by these instructions, e.g. Stop/Pause/resume ,including user’s request of filtering CMR resource presentation
· Interaction with application, e.g. for media player/server control of the CMR resource presentation
 [Editor’s note:] Use of a media player/server is for further study.

5.3.1.2   CMR Client

The CMR Client resides in a Device. 
The CMR Client:
· Interacts with CMR enabled services/applications via core network for call/session control 
· Interacts with CMR Server for presentation control during CMR Resource presentation ( e.g. stop, change the presenting CMR Resource) by sending the instructions to CMR Server
· Interacts with CMR Server for presentation control before CMR Resource presentation ( e.g. filter the CMR Resource)

· Interacts with the CMR Server for on-line copy of CMR resources during the presentation

· Receives the CMR Resource
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
