5.x  Data Types
5.x.1  Character
A character is single UTF-8 encoded character.
5.x.2  Integer
An integer is a number from 0-4294967295 expressed in decimal format.
5.x.3  Boolean
A Boolean value indicates either true or false. The following values are defined:

• T – indicating yes or true (UTF-8 encoded character)

• F – indicating no or false (UTF-8 encoded character)

These values are case insensitive.
5.x.4  String
A string of UTF-8 encoded characters.
5.x.5  Date and Time
Expressed as a string, the format follows the [ISO8601] specification. The date and time format used SHALL be the complete date and time using the basic format. The time SHALL always be indicated in Coordinated Universal Time (UTC). Example of UTC time:

20011019T095031Z
5.x.6  Enumerated
The enumerated type is a type derived from the above basic types that limit the values to certain, defined values. Examples of this are Enumerated String, Enumerated Character and Enumerated Integer. In the case of Enumerated String and Enumerated Characters, the values shall be case insensitive.
5.x.7  Decimal
A number in the decimal system.
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
