6.1.2  Application Server Mode

For both CMRBT and CMRT, if the presentation control setting is set to “stop”, CMR Server SHALL instruct CMR Resource Server to stop playing CMR Resource as the final call is answered.
For both CMRBT and CMRT, if the presentation control setting is set to “continue”, CMR Server and CMR Resource Server SHALL perform as a conference Server after the call is answered. Upon receiving the answer, CMR Server SHALL send re-INVITE or REFER message to both called CMR Client and calling CMR Client in order to negotiate a conference session. Then CMR Server SHALL instruct CMR Resource Server to mix the CMR stream and regular stream in order to continue playing CMR Resource during the conversation.
[Editor’s Note]: The support of precondition needs to be considered.
6.1.3  Gateway Mode

For both CMRBT and CMRT, if the presentation control setting is set to “stop”, CMR Server SHALL instruct CMR Resource Server to stop playing CMR Resource as the call is answered.
For both CMRBT and CMRT, if the presentation control setting is set to “continue”, CMR Server and CMR Resource Server SHALL perform as a conference Server after the call is answered. Upon receiving the answered, CMR Server SHALL send re-INVITE or REFER message to both called CMR Client and calling CMR Client for session negotiation. Then CMR Server SHALL instruct CMR Resource Server to mix the CMR stream into the call session in order to continue playing CMR Resource during the conversation.

6.2 CMR Resource Delivery in CS Network 
If the presentation control setting is set to “stop”, CMR Server SHALL instruct CMR Resource Server to stop playing CMR Resource when the call is answered.

If the presentation control setting is set to “continue”, CMR Server and CMR Resource Server SHALL perform as a conference Server after the call setup request. When receiving the ACM message from called party, CMR Server SHALL instruct the CMR Resource Server to allocate conference resource, and then instruct calling MSC Server to make the calling CMR Client connected to the conference resource to receive the CMR Resource. When receiving the ANM message, CMR Server SHALL instruct MSC Server to make the called CMR Client connected to the conference resource and then instruct CMR Resource Server to mix CMR stream into the call session. Therefore, during the conversation, both calling CMR Client and called CMR Client can receive the CMR Resource.
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
