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1 Reason for Change

3GPP CRS also defined the filter features. OMA CMR can use the similar mechanism for CMRT filtering.

AS action of CRS Reject

This chapter describes the procedures when the CRS AS has decided to reject CAT CRS offered by the AS serving the originating UE.

Upon receiving the PRACK request of the first reliable 18x response to the initial INVITE request containing an early-session SDP offer, the AS shall decide whether the CRS service provided by the AS serving the originating UE should be rejected based on the operator policy and the called CRS service subscriber’s preferences.

NOTE:
Based on the operator policy, the AS can decide whether to reject the originating CRS service when receiving the first SIP INVITE request or receiving the PRACK request.

If the CRS service provided by the AS serving the originating UE needs to be rejected, the AS shall:

-
remove the early-session SDP content for CRS service provided by the AS serving the originating UE;

-
forward the PRACK request to the terminating UE; and
-
if a 200 (OK) response of the PRACK request from terminating UE is received, the AS shall forward the 200 (OK) response with a new SDP answer related to the early-session and set all port numbers of the media types to "0".
Upon receiving the initial INVITE request including the Alert-Info header field with a URL of CRS media, the AS shall decide whether the CRS service provided by the AS serving the originating UE should be rejected based on the operator policy and the called CRS service subscriber’s preferences. If the CRS service provided by the AS serving the originating UE needs to be rejected, the AS shall forward the INVITE request after removing the Alert-Info header field.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Delete the note.
5.3.2.1.1 Filter Parameter in Session Request/Reponse Message
The session request message (INVITE message) SHALL  include a SIP head fielder “Reject-Contact” with the CMR filter indicator tag “g.cmr” (i.e. Reject-Contact: *, +g.cmr) according to rule and procedures of [RFC3841] when the CMR Client of calling party intends to refuse the CMRBT service.
The tag “g.cmr” is not only used by CMR Client but also used between CMR Servers

Change 2:  Change to CMRT filtering
6.2.2 CMR Presentation Control

6.2.2.1Filtering 

Filtering is a presentation control function to forbid both calling party’s CMR service and called party’s CMR service presenting to the End User. 

Both pre-configured and client initialed models are supported.
6.2.2.1.1 Server Procedure

CMR Server SHALL support checking if there is pre-configured filter instruction in CMR Server before starting CMR Resource presentation.

If there is pre-configured filter instruction, CMR Server SHALL not select and present the CMR Resource, and SHALL support remove the early-session SDP content for CMRT service, and response to the  Remote CMR Environment with a SDP answer related to the early-session and set all port numbers of the media to "0"
In case of HTTP mode, CMR Server SHALL does not include the URL in the Alert-Info header or removing the Alert-Info header field. 
6.2.2.1.2Client Procedure


For the client initialed models, CMR Client of called party SHOULD support response with a SDP answer related to the early-session and set all port numbers of the media to "0".
CMR Client of called party SHALL support playing the ringing tone locally after receiving the session request.

In case of HTTP mode, the CMR client of called party SHALL ignore the URL in the session request if received.
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
