CMR Subscribers are able to manage their Personal Resource Library through CMR Portal. The definitions of the CMR Subscriber’s Personal Resource Library management messages are defined in 5.4.3.
5.7.4 CMR Resource Metadata Management

CMR Subscribers are able to manage the metadata of their CMR Resources through CMR Portal. The definitions of the CMR Resource metadata management messages are defined in 5.6.1.
5.7.5 CMR Resource Box Management

CMR Subscribers are able to manage their own CMR Resource Boxes through CMR Portal.

CMR Server SHOULD support other methods to send the expiration notification (e.g. SMS, MMS) based on the Service Provider’s Policy.
