The Customized Multimedia Ringing (CMR) Enabler is expected to enhance a CMR End User’s experience through presenting the customised multimedia resources instead of the traditional ring back tone or ringing tone according to a specified event, e.g. the establishment of a call, the arrival of a message or mail. The CMR Enabler is designed to be useable by various network technologies (i.e. network types and/or bearers). 

This document defines the detail technical solutions for CMR service management, CMR Resource Presentation and related presentation control method. The description and definitions in this document conform to the architectural model described in [OMA-CMR-AD].
This document is organized as follows:

· Section 5 specifies the interfaces binding, interfaces messages and common structures.
