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1 Reason for Change

During handle the contribution OMA-CD-CMR-2010-0095-CR_Resolution_for_A022_to_A024_and_A026.zip, there are different understanding about the copy in CMR-RESM-006 and CMR-RESM-007. Usually CMR Subscriber can execute the copy function. For some case, CMR End User who is enjoying the CMR Resource set by others would wants to copy the CMR Resource and become a CMR Subscriber. It should allow the CMR End User to send the copy request. CMR Server can handle the request and automatically ask the CMR End User to register the CMR Service.
After group discussion, it is suggested to add a new requirement to address the CMR End User send copy request.
