6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change in 5.4.1
5.4.1 Group Management

The CMR Subscriber is able to classify CMR End Users  into different groups for which he can define different CMR Resources to be presented. Depends on the CMR service which is invoked, the CMR End User can be calling party or called party.  The detail procedure of how to select the CMR Resources based on the groups is defined in section 6.




Change 2:  Add new section before section 6 Procedures in SIP/IP Core Network
6. General Procedures 
The sections descrbes the general procedures apply on both SIP/IP core network and CS core network.

When receiving CMR service request, the CMR SHALL first check  whether the CMR Resource is to be filtered. If the CMR End User requesting filtering, the CMR Server SHALL not present CMR Resources following the filter procedures defined in the subsequent sections. 
If the CMR Resource is not to be filtered, the CMR Server SHALL check the Priority set by the CMR Subscriber and decides which party’s CMR Resources are presented following the priority procedures defind in the subsequent sections.
If the CMR Resources are not filtered and the CMR Server decides to present the CMR Resources based on the Priority.The CMR Server SHALL select the proper CMR Resources as defined in  6.1.
6.1 CMR Resources Selection/Generation 
The CMR Server SHALL select the proper CMR Resources based on the presentation rule defined by the CMR Subscriber and SP’s polocy.
The CMR Server SHALL execute the following procedures:   

· Check and select the CMR Resources based on the preference rule defined by the CMR Subscriber for the current communication.
· If there is no CMR Resources defined based on the preference rule for the current communication, the CMR Server SHALL select the default CMR Resources (DefaultCMRResourceId1) defined by the CMR Subscriber to present.
· If there is no default CMR Resources defined by the CMR Subscriber, the CMR Server SHALL select the default CMR Resources set the SP (DefaultCMRResourceId in the SystemSetting).
· If there is no default CMR Resources defined by the SP, the CMR Server SHALL select the system default CMR Resources to present.
The CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on CMR Subscriber’s preference rule as following:
· When the invoked communication matches only one of the preference rules: 
· GroupUserRule
The CMR Server SHALL identify the group by using the calling party’s identity in case of  the service is CMRBT of called party or CMRT of called party; The CMR Server SHALL identify the group by using the called party’s identity in case of  the service is CMRBT of calling party or CMRT of calling party; The CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on the identified group.
· TimeRule
The CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on the time the communication occurred.
· LocationRule
The CMR Server SHALL generate the CMR Resources based on the location information when LOCATIONRING is TRUE.

The CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on the location information when LOCATIONRING is FALSE.

· PresenceRule
The CMR Server SHALL generate the CMR Resources based on the presence information when LOCATIONRING is TRUE.

The CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on the presence information when LOCATIONRING is FALSE.

· The combination of the above presentation types
        The CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on the combined preference rules.
[Editor’s Note]:  How to generate/select CMR Resources based on location information need to be describe detailly.
· When the invoked communication matches more then one of the preference rules:
The CMR Server SHALL check the SettingPriority to decide to use CMR Resources associated with which preference rules. For example, when the CMR Subscriber has defined the SettingPriority as following:
· Time: priority =3
· Group: priority=4
When the invoked communication matches both TimeRule and GroupRule, the CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on the rule with highest priority, in this example, the CMR Server SHALL select the CMR Resources based on TimeRule.
