Change 2:  Modify the description of CMRBT filtering procedure
7.1.2.1 Filtering
Filtering is a presentation control function which allows CMR End User to select not to experience the CMR Resources or to filter a special kind of CMR Resources what he doesn’t want to experience. 
Both server pre-configured and client initialed models are supported.

For server pre-configured model, the filtering setting is only applicable when a calling party has configured the FilterSetting.For client initiated model, the filter setting is set in the CMR Client by the calling party.
7.1.2.1.1 CMR Server Procedure
When receiving CMR service request, the CMR Server of calling party SHALL check whether the calling party has configured the filtering or whether there is a filter indication received from CMR Client. 

If there is a tag “g.cmr” in “Reject-Contact” header of the session request message or the FilterFlag is set to 0 by the calling party, the CMR Server of calling party SHALL

· not select and present the CMR Resources of calling party

· insert the tag “g.cmr” in “Reject-Contact” header if not existing in the session request message
· send the session message  to the Remote CMR Environment if existing.

· remove the SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRBT” and Alert-Info/Call-Info if received in the SIP 18Xmessage from the remote CMR Environment and forward the SIP 18X message to the CMR Client of calling party

If the FilterFlag is set to 1 and 2, the CMR Server of calling party SHALL select and present the CMR Resource of calling party or called party based on the filter rules (see 5.2.20: The FilterRule Structure).

If there is a tag “g.cmr” in “Reject-Contact” received in the session request message, the CMR Server of called party SHALL not select and present the CMR Resources of called party. 
7.1.2.1.2 CMR Client Procedure
If there is a filter setting preconfigured in the CMR Client or inserted by the CMR Subscriber when initiating a call for filter all CMRBT or filter based on a special group/user, CMR Client of calling party SHOULD:

· ignore the URIs in Call-Info/Alert-Info headers in the received 18X messages for HTTP model.

· insert the tag “g.cmr” in the “Reject-Contact” in the session request message to the CMR Server for application server model/ gateway model .

If there is a filter setting about filter based on media type, CMR Client of the calling party SHOULD
· play the allowed media type CMR Resource for HTTP model.
· for application server model/ gateway model, send the response message to reject the media offer for a special media type (e.g. with a port number set to "0" for the filtered media type) in the SDP answer.

CMR Client of calling party SHALL support playing the ring back tone locally after receiving the alert response if the CMR Resources are filtered or if there is no audio/video CMR Resources received.

Change 3:  Modify the description of CMRT filtering procedure
7.2.2.1 Filtering 

Filtering is a presentation control function which allows CMR End User to select not to experience the CMR Resources or to filter a special kind of CMR Resources what he doesn’t want to experience.

Both server pre-configured and client initialed models are supported.

For server pre-configured model, the filtering setting is only applicable when a called party has configured the FilterSetting.

For client initiated model, the filter setting is set in the CMR Client by the called party.
7.2.2.1.1 Server Procedure

When receiving CMR service request, the CMR Server of called party SHALL check whether the called party has configured the filtering.

 If the FilterFlag is set to 0 by the called party,  the CMR Server of called party SHALL:

· not select and present the CMR Resource of the called party

· remove the the SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT” and Alert-Info /Call-Info header if received in the SIP request messageand forward the SIP message

· Send the response message to reject the media offer (e.g.with all port numbers set to "0") in the SDP answer if there is SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT”  received in the SIP request message

If the FilterFlag is set to 1 and 2, the CMR Server SHALL select and present the CMR Resource of calling party or called party based on the filter rules (see 5.2.20: The FilterRule Structure). It is allowed CMR End User to filter a special type resource based on some criterions, such as filter audio type resources. For multimedia type CMR Resource, in this case CMR Server SHOULD send a SDP offer without the audio media component to CMR Client. When receiving 180 (ringing) response from CMR Client, CMR Server SHOULD instruct CMR Resource Server to play only video stream without audio stream to CMR Client.
7.2.2.1.2 Client Procedure

If the preconfigured filter setting in the CMR Client for filter the coming CMR Resource is matched, when receiving SIP message the CMR Client of called party SHALL

· ignore  the call-info/alert-info header in the session request message for HTTP model 

· for application server model/ gateway model, send the acknowledge message to reject the media offer about CMRT(e.g. with all port numbers set to "0") in the SDP answer if there is an SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT” in the SIP message 
If the preconfigured filter setting in the CMR Client for filter the coming CMR Resource based on media type is matched, when receiving SIP message the CMR Client of called party SHALL

· play the allowed media type CMR Resource for HTTP model. 

· application server model/ gateway model, send the acknowledge message to reject the media offer about CMRT(e.g. with all port numbers set to "0") in the SDP answer if there is an SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT” in the SIP message 
CMR Client of called party SHALL support playing the ringing tone locally after receiving the session request if the CMR Resources are filtered or if there is no audio/video CMR Resources received. If there is only video stream received, It SHALL support playing the audio ringing tone locally. 
Change 4:  Modify the description of CS domain CMRBT filtering procedure

8.1.2.1Filtering

Only pre-configured model is supported. 

Filtering is only supported when calling and called party belong to the same CMR Server over CS Network.

CMR Server SHALL support checking if there is a filter indication pre-configured(the FilterFlag is set to 0) in CMR Server after receiving the CMR service request from the connected core network and SHALL release the connection if there is a pre-configured filter indication. (The core network should present the normal ring back tone if CMRBT is filtered by the calling party).
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
