Change 1:  Delete the note in section 7.2.2.1.1

7.2.2.1.1Server Procedure

If both calling party and called party belong to the same CMR Server, the CMR Server SHALL check whether the called party has configured the filtering If the FilterFlag is set to TRUE, the CMR Server SHALL not select and present the CMR Resource of both calling party and called party.

If calling party and called party belong to different CMR Servers and a CMR Service request is received, the CMR Server of called party SHALL execute the following actions if the FilterFlag is set to TRUE by the called party:

· not select and present the CMR Resource

· remove the call-info/alert-info header if received when HTTP model is used

· remove the SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT” if present when application server model or gateway mode is used  and forward the SIP message

· Send the acknowledge message with all port numbers set to "0" in the SDP answer if there is SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT”  received in the SIP message


Change 2:  Resolve comment C069

7.2.2.2.1CMR Server Procedure
When receiving a CMR Service request (e.g. initial a call) with early-session information or CMR Resource URIs(the URIs in the Alert-Info /Call-Info header) from the Remote CMR Environment, (the called party) CMR Server SHALL support checking if there is pre-configured priority policy in CMR Server before starting CMR Resource presentation.

If there is a pre-configured priority policy indicating that called party has priority, (the called party) CMR Server SHALL execute following actions:

· For application server model or Gateway model: 

· Remove the SDP offer with “a=keywds:CMRT” if received in the SIP message 
· Execute media negotiation between the called party CMR Client with the called party CMR Resource Server and instruct CMR Resource Server to present the CMR Resource to the called party CMR Client.

· Response to the Remote CMR Environment with a SDP answer with “a=keywds:CMRT” and set all port numbers of the media to "0".
· For HTTP model:

· Remove the CMR Resource URIs from the message if existing and insert the new CMR Resource URIs based on the called party preference setting.

If there is a pre-configured priority policy indicating that calling party has priority, (the called party) CMR Server SHALL not select and present the CMR Resource when there is SDP offer with  “a=keywds:CMRBT” or Call-info/Alert-info in the SIP message, otherwise the CMR Server of called party SHALL present the CMR Resource to the CMR End User.

The CMR Client SHOULD ignore the tag “g.cmr” in the “Reject-Contact” header if received in the SIP messages..
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
