5.3.1.1 CMR Server

The CMR Server implements the network side of the CMR Enabler and provides the functions as described in the subsequent sections.
5.3.1.1.1 Service Management Function

The Service Management Function has the responsibility for the following actions.

· Management(e.g. query/add/update/delete) of the CMR Subscriber’s Preference Settings,  including:
· Default CMR Resources
· Preference rules based on different criteria and the combination of the criteria including calling/called group, time/date, presence and location information etc.
· The priority setting for different criteria
· The presenting priority when both calling and called party are CMR Subscriber
· CMR Resource filter rules
· Presentation control settings (e.g. stopping/continuing CMR presentation upon a particular event)
· Management of the CMR Subscriber’s Personal Resource Library, including :
· 
· Subscribing/deleting/renewing subscription of the CMR Resource and CMR Resource Box 
· Copy the CMR Resources from other CMR Subscriber’s Personal Resource Library off-line (e.g. copy the CMR Resources enjoyed in the just finished)  or on-line (during the presentation) subject to the CMR Resource owner’s privacy
· Subscribing CMR Resource for other Subscribers (i.e. adding the resource to the other CMR Subscriber’s 
Personal Resource Library) 
· 
·  Providing notification message to CMR Subscriber when CMR Resource subscription will expire or has 
expired.
·  System settings management(e.g. query/add/update/delete) by SP, the system settings include:

· Default system setting

· 
· Service subscription 

5.3.1.1.2 Resource Management Function

The Resource Management Function has the responsibility for the following actions.

· Storage of CMR Resource/CMR Resource Box metadata

· CMR Resource/CMR Resource Box property (metadata) management, the metadata may include (but not limited to):

· media type, resource name, resource price, resource provider, life cycle, status(availability) etc 

5.3.1.1.3 Report Function
The report function includes:

· Collect nd store of  CMR service management and CMR Resource management activities, CMR Resource usage 
information
· Provide the related report to SP/CP upon the request received
5.3.1.1.4 CMR Resource Delivery and Presentation Control Function

The Presentation Control Function has the responsibility for the following actions.

· Proper CMR Resource selection/generation as per CMR Subscriber’s Preference Settings, per event
· Support the filter and priority functions based on the settings preconfigured on the CMR Server or the filter 

indication received in the request 
· CMR Resource presentation
· Control CMR Resource (audio/video type) presentation  by interaction with  CMR Resource Server
· 
· Support early media negotiation and delivery in IMS core network following the application server model or gateway model
· Support application server model or gateway model in IMS core network
· Support HTTP model in IMS core network, insert  the URIs of the CMR Resources in the call/session request/response message to the CMR Client 

· 
· CMR Resource presentation control

· Support receiving the dynamic presentation control requests from other entities (e.g. CMR Client, other CMR Server) and check the pre-configured presentation control settings on the CMR Server,, e.g.  stopping or continuing CMR Resource presentation request
· Handle the presentation control requests by controlling the CMR Resource playing through interaction with CMR Resource Server, e.g. stop playing CMR Resource

· Send/forward the presentation control request to the remote CMR Environment ( e.g. other CMR Server)
· Dynamic information acquisition

· Collect CMR Subscriber’s location  information by interacting with the Location enabler

· Collect CMR Subscriber’s presence information by interacting with the  Presence enabler
· Collect DTMF digits from CMR Resource Server for online copy function and forward the copy request to CMR service management function
5.3.1.2 CMR Client

The CMR Client resides in the CMR End User’s Device. 
The CMR Client:
· Interacts with CMR Server for requesting CMR  services

· Support in-band method during CMR Resource presentation for presentation control during CMR Resource presentation ( e.g. stopping, changing the presenting CMR Resource) and online copy function
· Send presentation control indication  ( e.g. filtering the CMR Resource) based on the setting pre-configured on the CMR Client or requested when the CMR End User initiated the communication
· 
· CMR Resource presentation

· Establish media channel with CMR Resource Server, receive and present CMR Resources

· Retrieve the CMR Resources from CMR Resource Server and present the CMR Resources locally
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
