· Usage Statistics Collection & Reporting :  Statistics about usage, consumption of services… 

· Service Publication : Announcing what kinds of services are available, Discovering services..

· Service Mgmt : Provisioning, Service Control/Stop, Manage Session…

· Used for the consumption of media and the user interaction with services and CPNS

· CPNS server

· Used for mangement of the PNE and PN GW (e.g. peer to peer functionality), and to communicate with external entities, e.g. Charging, Content Provider Server

5.3.3 Assumptions and Preconditions

· All PN GW have to be attached to a PN Server, which handles the authentication, authorization, media control, and switching of GW functions

· This server can be distributed among the nodes (physical boxes) implementing the gateway function, or implemented in a single node (box); it will still be one single logical function

· Data (media) streams and transfers are delivered through channels established by the CPNS Enabler components, but does not have to go through them

· All signalling passes through the CPNS Server and PN Gateways

· Data (media) streams and transfers do not pass through CPNS Server
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
