Change 1:  Add the Service Group Management in the section 5.3.1.16
5.3.1.16    Service Group Management
This function can be deployed in the CPNS PN GW and CPNS server.

This function can also be deployed in the PN GW for entities without CPNS features. 

There are two functional entities in Service Group management: a) Service Group manager which controls the data flow and service or application distribution, and b) Service Group members which supply or receive data, services, or applications aggregated and distributed by Service Group manager.
The Service Group manager function can be deployed in the CPNS Server and PN GW. The Service Group member function can be deployed in the PN GW and PNE.
5.3.1.16.1    Definition/role
This function provides the means by which members of a Service Group to aggregate and distribute data, services, and applications in the same Service Group.
5.3.1.16.2    Description
This function allows:
· Aggregation and distribution of data, services, or applications residing either in network side or in PAN area by Service Group manager.

· Selective sharing of data, services, or applications among PNE(s) and PN GW(s) in a PAN area.
· Grouping and sharing of data, services, or applications among PNE(s) and PN GW(s) from different PAN areas.

· Differentiated services to PNEs in a PAN area under certain criteria (e.g. premium service subscription).
5.3.1.16.3    Function in CPNS Server

A CPNS Server performs following Service Group related operations
· Become a Service Group manager
· Choose a CPNS entity to become a Service Group manager
· Remove a Service Group manager
5.3.1.16.4    Function in Service Group manager

A Service Group manager performs following Service Group related operations
· Create or Remove the Service Group
· Update Service Group management authorization
· Update information in the Service Group list

· Send Service Group list to external entities such as Application or Content Server
· Add PN GW(s) or PNE(s) in the Service Group
· Remove Service Group member(s) from the Service Group
· Aggregation and distribution of data, services, or applications in the Service Group
5.3.1.16.5    Function in Service Group member
A Service Group member performs following Service Group related operations
· Join the Service Group

· Leave the Service Group

· Request creation and removal of the Service Group
· Provide data, services, and applications to be shared among the Service Group
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
