5.3.1.X     PN Management

5.3.1.x.1    Definition/role
This function provides the means to manage a Personal network, and to create and to update PN Inventory. 

5.3.1.x.2    Description
This function does the following:
· Manage Personal Network
· Create and update PN Inventory

The PNE can create a Personal Network through PN Registration function. The PNE may belong to multiple PNs according to the capability of PNE, if neccesary.  A PN GW is capable of creating and managing multiple PNs. 
The PN Inventory may include list of Personal Network(s) and the information of PNE(s) and PN GW(s) belonging to a Personal Network. The information of PNE(s) contains device capability and information of service / content which can be provided by the PNE(s). The PN Inventory may be difference between CPNS Server and PN GW. The PN Inventory in CPNS Server can contain the information of PNs from multiple PN GWs, while the PN Inventory in a PN GW can contain the information of PNs belonging to the PN GW itself.  
NOTE: the example of PN Inventory is shown in Appendix G. 

PN Management functionality in CPNS Server performs following operations:
· Acknowlege list of PN(s) to the PNE
· Handle request(s) of joining/adding/expelling/ leaving/removing of Personal Network(s)
· Manage (e.g., update, delete and so on) PN Inventory according to the request above
· Respond to the request for PN Inventory in case of remote PNE connection

Service Group Management functionality in PN GW performs following operations:
· Relay list of PN from CPNS Server and PNE or Acknowledge list of PN(s) to the PNE
· Relay the request(s) of PN Management from PNE to CPNS Server
· Store and manage the information of PN(s) 
· Request to create or remove a Personal Network
· Request to add /expel PNE(s) to/from the Personal Network
· Request to join / leave the Personal Network

Service Group Management functionality in PNE performs following operations:
· Request to add / expel PNE(s) to/from Personal Network
· Request to join / leave Personal Network
· Reqeust to remove a Personal Network
· Request for PN Inventory to the CPNS Server in case of remote PNE Connection
