Comment: Regarding the ‘PNE MUST deploy…’ in the 3rd sentence, the expression is too strict. Although we have requirement regarding device management (HLF-34), it just says ‘shall support’ (i.e. not saying ‘shall do’), which means implementation of DM capability to devices is not mandatory, while server side capability is mandatory.

Comment: From the description of the Device Management functionality, it is not clear whether an assumption is made about the OMA DM or not. 
In one occasion it states, “PNE MUST deploy DM client for the device management”, which does not have to be if we assume that it will be OMA DM. 
In another case it states “the Device Management follows the specification of [DM-AD]”, which DM?. If it is OMA DM, it conflicts with the previous statement. If it is not OMA DM, it is not clear what [DM AD] we are talking about.

Furthermore, if it is [OMA DM], it ignores the fact that there is a new WID in OMA DM group on DM Gateway, which could apply in our case.

Proposed Change: Clarify the description.

Agreed to change Note 2 as follows:
“NOTE 2 : If OMA DM client is deployed in the PNE, the deployment should follow the specification of OMA DM”.
However, an action item was given to Sungjin to bring a CR to change  NOTE 2 and section 2.1.



Regarding the proposed change, ‘NOTE 2 : If OMA DM client is deployed in the PNE, the deployment should follow the specification of OMA DM’ it is true, but it is too limited. If we remember the result from the joint meeting between CPNS and OMA DM, OMA DM WG already mentioned they will cover the scenario like OMA DM Server– Gateway – DM Client. This DM Client can be one of OMA DM, UPnP DM and TR069 client. 
If CPNS WG only mentions that various DM clients are needed, then OMA DM already covers this issue. If CPNS WG mentions that we need to change OMA DM Server to others, then we need to think whether other DM specifications like UPnP DM, TR069 covers gateway concept which CPNS requires as mandatory. 
For the limited time schedule of ADRR period, this CR would like to delete NOTE 2.  

As for section 2.1, DM chair confirms that current reference [DM-AD] is right to be referred.

5.3.1.5	Device Management
5.3.1.5.1	Definition/Role
This function enables device management for PN GW and PNE. 

5.3.1.5.2	Description
This function allows PNE and PN GW to be managed by interaction with Device Management (DM) server. The device management of PNE is performed through PN GW. PNE MUST deploy DM client for the device management. PN GW interacts with DM server. For the purose of device management, PN GW may forward DM messages between DM server and PNE or may convert DM messages between DM Server and PNE. The examples of device management are firmware update, software update, device capability configuration and so on. 
NOTE 1: How to Interactwith Device Management server is out of CPNS scope.
NOTE 2: Device Management follows the specification of [DM-AD].
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
