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Reason for Change

In the Las Vegas Meeting, we had two different contributions regarding Entity ID assignment. One contribution was from LGE and the contribution suggested the way to allocate an unique identifier for the CPNS Entities. The other contribution was from SKT and Innoace. And the contribution suggested the users’ easily recognizable identifiers for the CPNS Entities. 

Device ID and Entity ID is two different concepts, since one device may have two different CPNS Entities as the CPNS concepts adapt. As for identifying Entities, additional information, current Entity Mode, would be appended by Device ID. Examples of Entity ID could be Device ID.PNE  and Device ID.PN GW.

We suggest that the Device may have dual ID for the device, one is a unique and factory installed (the physical Device ID) and the other is easily readable and recognizable by users (device name associated with User ID). The second ID may not persistent and this ID is updated when registered.

5.1 General Concepts
5.1.1 Identification

5.1.1.2  Device ID
A CPNS Device is identified by its CPNS Device Address: the Device ID; an address uniquely identifies the sending and/or receiving device. 

A CPNS Device ID is in the form of 
· a physical address given by the manufacturer, such as Mac addresses for Ethernet, Bluetooth, Wi-Fi, ZigBee, etc. In case where a device has not a Mac address, the CPNS Enabler will allocate it ; and/or
· a device name combined with a User ID : a device name is allocated by a user and the allocated device name is unique among devices owned by the user. Since a User ID is globally unique, the combination of a device name and a User ID is an identifier of a device. 

An example of a physical address type is “00-17-C4-E1-A0-Q2”. And the examples of a device name combined with a User ID are such “audioplayer.082212345678” or “audioplay.jeonghoon@mail.co.kr”

NOTE: The device id expressed with physical address is persistent, whereas a device name combined with a User ID is not always persistent. 
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
