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1 Reason for Change

Creation of SG is initiated by a PNE, and joining an (existing) SG is also initiated by the PNE. For the PNE which 
wants to reside in a SG, it has to create a new SG or join a suitable existing SG. If the PNE doesn’t know the 
existence of other SGs, however, there will be a lot of redundant SGs created.
This CR proposes the solution and procedures to handle this situation based on
