Based on agreed concept in Budapest (#265R01) and RD, this document suggests the definition of CPNS Entity and section 5.2, which describes the mode.
RD

	CPNS Device
	A Device [OMADICT] which can operate in different Modes simultaneously in the Personal Network. CPNS Devices are assumed to have capabilities to process, store and/or render content, as well as to have communication interfaces that enable them to perform in different Modes in Personal Networks.

	Mode
	There are three identified Modes for CPNS Devices: PN GW, CPNS Server and PNE. The Modes CPNS Devices can operate in depend on their capabilities.

3.2 Definitions
	CPNS Entity
	This is logical entity to support PNE, PN GW or CPNS Server functionalities in CPNS Device. Under CPNS v1.0, the CPNS Device supports PNE and PN GW. 


Change 2:  Section 5.2 CPNS Entity Mode (new body)

5.2 CPNS Entity Mode
The CPNS Enabler supports three identified Modes, PN GW, PNE and CPNS Server for CPNS Entity. The CPNS Entity Mode can be known by CPNS Entity Discovery function except CPNS Server mode, among CPNS Devices. Under CPNS version 1.0, The CPNS Server mode should be set in Operator’s Network. The existence of CPNS Server can be acknowledged to PN GW or PNE by other means like OMA DM. Because a PN consists at a minimum of a device acting in PN GW Mode and another device acting in PNE Mode, devices should know the mode of the other devices to create or join PN. The PN GW should know the PNE(s) to be a member of PN and PNE should recognize the PN GW to request to join or create PN. 
The CPNS Entity Mode of device can be set intrinsically. If a device supports the only PNE functionalities (e.g. MP3 player, Smart meter), its Mode is PNE intrinsically. If a device supports the only PN GW functionalities (e.g. STB), its Mode is PN GW as well. 
The CPNS Entity Mode of device can be set and changed by user or Operator’s policy. If a device supports both of PN GW and PNE functionalities (e.g. mobile phone), the CPNS Entity Mode of device should be set, according to user’s willingness or Operator’s policy. For example, when the CPNS user creates or joins a Personal Network the user can set the CPNS Entity Mode manually or the policy can be applied automatically for the CPNS Entity Mode. (e.g. depending on the MNO’s policy considering the device capabilities, network capabilities) 
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
