1. Periodical search performed.by PN GW for Zone based Service is executed.
 
2. CPNS entity discovery is executed between PNE and PN GW when there is a newly found PNE entering 
its zone.
3. PN establishment is executed between the newly-found PNE and PN GW.

 4. If there’s no Service Description Advertise sent from CPNS Server beforehand or the new Service Description Advertise was made, the CPNS Sever sends the Service Description Advertise to the PN GW

5. After receiving the Service Description Advertise, the PN GW stores the Service Description. 





Note: The flow assumes service description advertise is sent from CPNS servers, and it can be temporarily stored in PN GW.
6.  The PN GW delivers the Service Description Advertise to the PNE
7.  Based on Service Description Advertise, PNE is aware of available services to consume in the Zone.
During the period above, the PN GW shall continuously perform periodic search to find another new
PNE(s) entering its zone.
