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1 Overview

This liaison is to respond to a liaison statement from ETSI M2M dated 17th of September 2010. 
2 Proposal

We are writing to thank you for the liaison statement sent on 17th of September which clarifies and reduces the concerns that OMA CPNS group had on potential overlaps between ETSI M2M and OMA CPNS. 

It is much clearer to the OMA CPNS group now that the focus of ETSI M2M is not on specific applications and solutions, but more on developing a platform for service capabilities which could serve as a landing pad for different services and applications.  
In this regard, CPNS enabler could hook on ETSI M2M platform and as such be used to realise specific applications or services, such as eHealth use cases and/or connection of home consumer electronics.

We in CPNS understand that ETSI M2M strives to define only the requirements, architecture and the interfaces needed for this platform and therefore overlaps with CPNS are brought to minimum. 

Having said this and having in mind the potentials of CPNS enabler that could be used to achieve part of the supported applications and services, we are ready and look forward to closer collaboration with ETSI M2M in order to achieve common goals and objectives and bring the solutions faster to the market.
