This CR describes the invocation and the delivery of services and contents.
 In the RD there are several Use cases:
· B.1 Multiple delivery content channels from a PN GW (Mobile Handset) to a PN Device 
· B.3 Content Delivery to a PN device 
· B.5 Service Group
· B.9 Remote PNE connection
In these Use Cases, Content Delivery and Service Delivery with SG, PNE and External Entity are described. 
This CR specifies the Service/ Content Delivery between External Entity, PNE and SG.

Also there are some editorial errors in the TS. This CR removes them.

R01: modifications about the Seoul meetings.
Two requirements about Service/Content delivery are mandatory in the RD:
 1) CPNS-HLF-009: The CPNS Enabler SHALL be able to request application, content and Services from the content provider or Service provider based on capabilities of PN GWs and PNE(s).
2) CPNS-HLF-033: The CPNS Enabler SHALL be able to support forwarding of content from one PNE to another or to multiple PNE(s).

[bookmark: _Toc277014482]5.4.2 Service/Content InvocationDelivery

CPNS Entities or External Entities shall delivery Service/Content to CPNS entities.

Several cases are possible:

1. An External Entity deliveries a service/content to a PNE following a request from this PNE (e.g. Use Case B.3 of the RD)
2. The CPNS Server sends a request to a Content supplier (i.e. an External Entity) for delivering a content to a PNE (e.g. Use Case B.10 of the RD) 
3. An PNE deliveries a service/content to a PNE (e.g. Use Case B.9 of the RD)
The following chapters specify these 3 cases.
The second case is a sub-case of the first one. The difference between the both is the entity which requests a Service/ Content.


The PNE SHALL request the creation of a Service Session to the CPNS server with a remote PNE, a Service Group or External Entity.
Also External Entities SHALL request the creation of a Service Session to the CPNS server with a PNE, several PNEs and Service Group.
This service can have specific characteristics (data rate, delays…). 
 The CPNS Server SHALL open the service, manage the service and close it.

In the same way, the PNE SHALL send contents or receive contents to/from a remote PNE, a Service Group or External Entity.
 Also External Entities SHALL send contents or receive contents to/from one or several PNEs, and Service Group.
This content can have specific characteristics (e.g. size).
The CPNS Server SHALL manage and forward the content.
