5.10.5 SG ID

A SG in the CPNS Enabler is identified by its SG ID.
A SG ID is used in SG management.
A SG ID is composed of 3 parts:

· The first part is a prefix “SG”.

· The second part is the Entity ID of PNE or PN GW which requests SG creation.
· The third part is number. This part allows to identify which SG it is if the PNE or PN GW creates several SGs.

For example:

· A PNE has the ID: 00-17-C4-E1-B0-Q2.PNE. 

The ID of the first SG is:
SG.00-17-C4-E1-B0-Q2.PNE.1
If the PNE creates a second SG:
SG.00-17-C4-E1-B0-Q2.PNE.2
