6.15 Delivery Policy
The Delivery Policy allows of the server to control the Service/Content Delivery between PNEs. The Delivery Policy is stored in the CPNS Server and used by the CPNS server (See chapter 5.5.1.4).
This figure below describes this flow:
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1. The CPNS Server has a Delivery Policy
2. A PNE 1 sends a Service Invocation Request (see chapter 6.11.2);

3. The GW forwards this Service Invocation Request.

4. If function of the Service Invocation Request, of its sender, of its receiver and of the configuration of the CPNS Enabler the CPNS Server can stop the Service Invocation Request.
The CPNS server can send to PN GW a specific Delivery Policy in function of the configuration of the CPNS Enabler.

This figure below describes this flow:
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Figure x Flow of the Delivery Policy shared with PN GW;
1. The CPNS Server knows the configuration of the CPNE Enabler. In function of the PNEs in contact with a PN GW, the CPNS Server specifies a Delivery Policy for this PN GW
2. The CPNS Server sends a Delivery Policy Message to the PN GW. 
3. The PN GW saves its Delivery Policy. This Delivery Policy will be used to manage the Service / Content Delivery between the PNEs in contact with the PN GW.
