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1 Reason for Change

An important feature for the next release will be the improvements of the CPNS Enabler 1.1. The goal of these improvements will be the optimization of the whole CPNS enabler in function of the behaviour of the CPNS entities/Users.

 To improve the User Experience, the CPNS enabler will manage the CPNS Entities with a global view of all the dynamic and static characteristics of the whole CPNS Entities.

For example if a device has low level of battery, the CPNS enabler can use another device automatically. Also a device will use another device automatically if it needs some characteristics of this device (e.g. a handset will use the data of a GPS if this handset need positioning information – these 2 devices don’t belong to the same user and don’t belong to the same SG – and it will be done with privacy constraints).

4.2 Version 1.1

CPNS 1.1 aims to specify requirements from the CPNS 1.0 that were not addressed and were differed for the future release and to enhance the existing features and add new functionalities that are relevant for this release. 

Enhancement of existing features and addition of new functionalities include the following:
· Strengthen the Non-CPNS Proxy function
· To support legacy and other non-CPNS devices (ex.DLNA)
· Interaction with ETSI M2M
· Functional mapping between CPNS and M2M
· Mapping of ETSI M2M GW functionality onto CPNS PN GW
· Mapping of CPNS interfaces onto ETSI M2M interfaces
·  Device Categorization
· To appropriately support various kinds of devices
·  Enhancement of Personal Network / Service Group Management
· Switching of PN GW and PNEs, Merging and splitting of Personal Networks
·  Enhancement of Zone Based Service
· Enhancement of Service Group etc
· Enhancement of the CPNS enabler
· Optimization of the User Experience (e.g. in function of static and dynamic device characteristics…)
· Optimization of the configuration of the CPNS Enabler (e.g. enhancement of the data rate, increase of battery life of the devices…) 
· Management of the connection/disconnection/reconnection of PNE and/or GW (e.g. switch of PN GW and PNE in function disconnection/ bad data rate in a Service Group …)
· Creation of Service Group, remove Service Group by a CPNS Entity for internal CPNS needs
· Optimization of the communication between CPNS Entities (E.g.  transmission of  data/control through PNEs,  direct communication between GWs…)
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
