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1 Reason for Change

To provide a requirement to support interaction with M2M.
ETSI M2M have a number of use cases, but there are two of them, eHealth (TR 102 732) and Connected Consumer (TR 102 857), that specifically can be achieved through CPNS as it was clarified and stated in a liaison statement from ETSI M2M to OMA (OMA-CD-2010-0097-ILS_from_ETSI_M2M_to CPNS_on_ETSI M2M_Work Items.doc).

The following is taken from the liaison statement: “ETSI M2M framework relies on the work of external SDOs, such as OMA, to provide specific service capability solutions.  For example, the ETSI M2M framework contains a service capability called Remote Entity Management, which might be provided by OMA Device Management or Broadband Forum’s TR069.  In another example, OMA CPNS might be a logical candidate to provide gateway service functionality.

…

Specific service capability solutions, application layer functionality, and bearer networks, for example, are all specified elsewhere.  

ETSI TC M2M believes that the activities being undertaken in this committee complement, rather than overlap, the work being done in OMA.  We look forward to continued fruitful cooperation with OMA CD-CPNS”.
