B.x.  PN Admin

The concept of PN Admin is that the CPNS User administrates multiple CPNS Devices. A CPNS User can set a CPNS Device as PN Admin to control other devices. 

Normally PN GWs have rich UI, however sometimes they have poor or no UI like WiFi AP or WiBro Egg. Not even PN GWs but also PNEs have the same issue, too. PN Admin can control them. Furthermore, PN Admin can control PNEs in a remote place. Remote PNE can be a media server which needs server admin’s decisions and PN Admin can help this even that media server belongs to another PN.

1. PNE 2 completes authentication from the CPNS Server to become PN Admin.

2. PN Admin (PNE 2) administrates PNE 1 and PN GW.

3. The CPNS Server redirects messages for PNE 2 and PN GW to PN Admin.
4. As PN Admin, PNE 2 sets itself as a display and PNE 1 as a headset.

5. The CPNS User enjoys streaming movies.

6. The CPNS User buys another audio device.

7. As PN Admin, PNE 2 allows a new headset to register the PN.
