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1 Reason for Change

Some CPNS terms were used which are not listed in definitions section in AD.
In case of Service Group, we agreed in TS as below,

	SG Owner
	A PNE which requests creation of the Service Group or is granted ownership of the Service Group by CPNS Server or former SG Owner. It is authorized to expel member PNE from a Service Group, delete a Service Group and pass the ownership to another PNE. Terms ‘SG’ and ‘Service Group’ are used interchangeably in this specification. They represent exactly the same concept.  


Also, we use EUKey as Entity-User Key in TS, so EUKey needs to be added to help other’s understanding.

Therefore, we can use the abbreviation SG for Service Group for the consistency of RD and TS..

	Metadata Directory
	In the context of Service Publication and Discovery, a logical repository of service metadata comprising keywords and/or service description documents.  Those metadata are published on the Metadata Directory by the Service Offerer, and discovered by the Service Consumer.  A Metadata Directory may be stored centrally, or in a distributed manner, on the CPNS Server(s).

	Service Consumer
	A PNE that consumes service(s) provided by Service Offerer(s), upon performing Service Discovery.

	Service Description
	A document that contains service metadata, and is specified using a description language.

	Service Offerer
	A PNE or external Application/Content Server that offers a service for consumption by other PNEs acting as Service Consumers, and which publishes metadata about that service on a Metadata Directory.
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
