This liaison is in response to a liaison statement from TIA TR-50 dated 14th of May 2012. 
This revision includes corrections as part of the feedback from the group during call on 12th of June
2 Proposal

We are writing to thank you for the liaison statement sent on 14th of May 2012 which describes the ongoing work and initiatives taken by TR-50 committee of TIA on M2M-related activities and  which also calls for potential collaboration in areas of mutual interest. 

OMA CPNS working group develops CPNS (Converged Personal Network Service) enabler which enables  universal access to services across a convergence of Personal Networks and Wide Area Networks/Cellular Networks. 
CPNS enabler provides a wide range of functionalities to support converged-network services, including multimedia content delivery, end-to-end management of service sessions, publication and discovery of services, and customization of service characteristics based upon device capabilities. 
To help you better understand the concept of CPNS and looking from the angle of potential collaboration with TR-50 committee, we direct your attention to one of the use cases of CPNS enabler. 
In-Home Network use case
OMA CPNS enables extension of Internet-based services to home appliances. This extension enables interaction with M2M services and applications. An end user can access in-home appliances from outside the home using CPNS connections between personal networks and the CPNS Server. [image: image1.png]Home network
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OMA CPNS working group is currently working on a new release, CPNS 1.1 following the completion of first CPNS release, CPNS 1.0., which started in October 2008 and was completed in April 2011. 
“Converged Personal Network Service”, Open Mobile Alliance™, URL:http://www.openmobilealliance.org/
Completion schedule for CPNS 1.1 is within September/October 2012 timeframe.

Newly added capabilities to CPNS 1.1 are interaction with M2M, strengthen non-CPNS proxy capabilities and enhancements of Personal Networks and Service Group management.  
One of our challenging tasks ahead is the mapping of CPNS functional entities, e.g. PN GW onto M2M GW and mapping of RPC-based messages onto REST-ful messages in order to be able to communicate and interact with ETSI M2M solution. 
Having said this and from the review of your liaison statement and the list of projects and initiatives that your committee is involved or plan to take, the part that would be relevant and of interest for CPNS group is the planned mapping of REST-ful primitives onto HTTP-based primitives (PN-4940-023) as described in your liaison statement.   
In addition, two of your initiatives, PN-4940-50 and PN-4940-52 could also be relevant for us, but we need more information about them.
