6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  6.6 PN Management
6.6.4 PN Admin Assignment and Release

PN Admin assignment can be requested by PNE or PN GW who will be PN Admin and PN Admin release can be requested by PNE or PN GW who is already PN Admin.
In the figure below, PN GW initiates PN Admin assignment or PN Admin release. 

Adminee addition can be performed with PN Admin assignment within the same request message which needs step 1 and step 2 in the procedure. However, PN Admin assignment and release are performed without step 1 and step 2.
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Figure x1. PN GW requests PN Admin assignment
1. PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to PNE 1  with PNAdminCommand attribute set as “5”(Assign PN Admin and also Add Adminee).
2. PNE 1 decides whether to be an Adminee or not and sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result.

3. If PN GW wants PN Admin assignment or release, PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server including PNAdminCommand attribute with “1”(Assign PN Admin) or “2”(Release PN Admin), respectively. 
Upon receiving the PNAdminResponse message from PNE, PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server including PNAdminCommand attribute with “5”(Assign PN Admin and also Add Adminee) if PNE 1 accepts to be Adminee, otherwise the attribute is set as “1”(Assign PN Admin). 
Upon receiving the request for PN Admin assignment or PN Admin assignment with Adminee addition, CPNS Server decides whether it accepts PN GW’s request or not. If CPNS Server accepts the request, it updates its PN Inventory.
Upon receiving the request for PN Admin release, CPNS Server updates its PN Inventory to release PN Admin and remove Adminee(s).
4. CPNS Server sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result. 
5. If the result from CPNS Server is “1”(Success), PN GW updates its PN Inventory and sends the PNAdminNotification message to all PNE(s) in the PN.
In the figure below, PNE 1 initiates PN Admin assignment or PN Admin release.

Adminee addition can be performed with PN Admin assignment within the same request message which needs step 2 and step 3 in the procedure. However, PN Admin assignment and release are performed without step 2 and step 3.
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Figure x2. PNE requests PN Admin assignment
1. PNE 1 sends the PNAdminRequest message for PN Admin assignment or release. If PNE 1 requests PNE 2 to be an Adminee with PN Admin assignment, PNAdminCommand attribute in this message is set as “5” (Assign PN Admin and also Add Adminee), otherwise, the attribute is set as “1”(Assign PN Admin) or “2”(Release PN Admin).
2. If PNE 1 requests PNE 2 for PN Admin assignment and also Adminee addition, PN GW forwards PNE 1’s message to PNE 2. 
3. PNE 2 decides whether to be an Adminee or not and sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result.


4. If PNE 1 requests PN Admin assignment or release in step 1, PN GW forwards PNE 1’s PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server. 
Upon receiving the PNAdminResponse message from PNE, PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server including PNAdminCommand attribute with “5”(Assign PN Admin and also Add Adminee) if PNE 2 accepts to be Adminee, otherwise the attirubte is set as “1”(Assign PN Admin). 
Upon receiving the request for PN Admin assignment or PN Admin assignment with Adminee addition, CPNS Server decides whether it accepts PNE 1’s request or not. If CPNS Server accepts the request, it updates its PN Inventory.
Upon receiving the request for PN Admin release, CPNS Server updates its PN Inventory to release PN Admin and remove Adminee(s).
5. CPNS Server sends the PNAdminResponse message with the result. 
6. PN GW forwards the PNAdminResponse message to PNE 1. 
7. If the result from CPNS Server is “1”(Success), PN GW updates its PN Inventory with changes in the message and sends the PNAdminNotification message to all PNE(s) in the PN.
6.6.5 Adminee Addition and Removal

PN Admin requests 
Adminee addition to PNE or PN GW to acquire acceptance of Adminee. However, PN Admin requests Adminee removal not to PNE or PNE who is Adminee, but CPNS Server.
In the figure below, PN GW which is PN Admin requests Adminee addition or removal of PNE 1.
For Adminee removal procedure, as it does not need Adminee’s acceptance, step 1 and step 2 are skipped.
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Figure x3. PN GW requests Adminee addition or removal
1. PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to PNE 1 for Adminee addition with PNAdminCommand attribute set as “3”(Add Adminee).

2. PNE 1 decides whether it accepts PN GW’s request or not and sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result.

3. 
In case of Adminee addition, if PNE 1 accepts the request, PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server including PNAdminCommand set as “3”(Add Adminee). 

If PN GW wants Adminee removal of PNE 1, PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server including PNAdminCommand attribute set as “4”(Remove Adminee). 

Upon receiving this message, CPNS Server updates Adminee change its PN Inventory.

4. CPNS Server sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result. 
5. If the result from CPNS Server is “1”(Success), PN GW sends the PNAdminNotification to all PNE(s) in the PN.
6. 
In the figure below, PNE 1 which is PN Admin requests Adminee addition or removal of PNE 2.
For Adminee removal procedure, as it does not need Adminee’s acceptance, step 2 and step 3 are skipped.

1. PNE 1 sends the PNAdminRequest message to PNE 2 for Adminee addition or removal with PNAdminCommand attribute set as “3”(Add Adminee) or “4”(Remove Adminee), repectively.

2. In case of Adminee addition request, PN GW forwards PNE 1’s request message to PNE 2. 
3. PNE 2 decides whether it accepts PNE 1’s request or not and sends the PNAdminResponse message with the result.

4. 

5. If PNE 2 accepts PNE 1’s Adminee addition request in step 3, PN GW forwards PNE 1’s PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server. Otherwise, PN GW sends the PNAdminResponse message to PNE 1 with failure result in step 6.

If PNE 1 requests Adminee removal of PNE 2 in step 1, PN GW forwards PNE 1’s PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server.

Upon receiving the PNAdminRequest message, CPNS Server updates Adminee change in its PN Inventory. 

6. CPNS Server sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW. 
7. PN GW forwards the PNAdminResponse to PNE 1.
8. If the result from CPNS Server is “1”(Success), PN GW updates its PN Inventory with Adminee change and sends the PNAdminNotification to all PNE(s) in the PN.

6.6.6 Adminee Information Change

PN Admin can request information change in PN Inventory for Adminee belonging to the same PN as PN Admin
. Changes are also updated in PN Inventories of other PN members and CPNS Server. If PN Admin wants to change its own PN Inventory, it updates its PN Inventory and share the change(s) with other PN members and CPNS Server.

In the figure below, PN GW is PN Admin and PNE 1 is Adminee. 
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Figure x5. PN GW requests PNE 1’s information change
1. PN GW sends the PNAdminRequest message to PNE 1 including elements/attribute to be changed. PNAdminCommand attribute in this message is set as “6”(Information change). Upon receiving this message, PNE 1 updates its PN Inventory as requested. 
2. PNE 1 sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result.


3. If the result is Success, PN GW sends the original PNAdminRequest to CPNS Server. Upon receiving this message, CPNS Server updates its PN Inventory.

4. CPNS Server sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW. Upon receiving this message, PN GW updates its PN Inventory.

5. PN GW sends the PNAdminNotification message to all PNEs.
In the figure below, PNE 1 is PN Admin and PNE 2 is Adminee.
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Figure x6. PNE 1 requests PNE 2’s information change
1. PNE 1 sends the PNAdminRequest message including elements/attributes to be changed. PNAdminCommand attribute in this message is set as “6”(Information change).

2. PN GW forwards the message to PNE 2. Upon receiving this message, PNE 2 updates its PN Inventory as requested.
3. PNE 2 sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW with the result.

4. 

5. If the result is “1”(Success), PN GW forwards PNE 1’s PNAdminRequest message to CPNS Server. After receiving this message, CPNS Server updates its PN Inventory.

6. CPNS Server sends the PNAdminResponse message to PN GW. After receiving this message, PN GW updates its PN Inventory.

7. PN GW sends the PNAdminResponse message to PNE 1. After receiving this message, PNE 1 updates its PN Inventory.

8. PN GW sends the PNAdminNotification message to all PNEs.
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
