5.3 
5.4 Functional Components and Interfaces
5.4.1 DANE Enabler Functional Components              
5.3.1.2 Device Service Optimizer
The Device Service Optimizer (DSO) is the functional component in-scope of DANE V1.0 enabler.
DSO is responsible for:

· receiving and managing Device Apps registration requests (through DANE-1), for specific QoS levels
· detecting whether or not the Device has, with the Wireless Network, an already established bearer with the QoS level requested by the Device Apps

· if not, requesting to the Wireless Network Policy Manager (through DANE-3) the establishment of a bearer with a QoS level satisfying Device Apps registration requests  
· notifying back to registered Device Apps (through DANE-2) the occurrence of particular Events (e.g. decreased actual QoS level)

5.3.1.3 Entities external to the DANE enabler
Device App
A native or web-based App running on the Device and able to ask DSO for a certain QoS level (through DANE-1 interface).
Wireless Network Policy Manager 
The entity responsible for QoS policy definition and activation in a certain Wireless Network.
In the case of 3GPP Wireless Network, the Policy Manager shall be identified with the PCRF.

Management Server

This component is responsible for remotely setting the policy regulating the behaviour of DSO (see also 6.6 [DANE-RD]).
5.3.2    Interfaces
5.3.2.1 DANE-1
The interface exposed by DSO and requested by Device Apps.

This interface shall be able to receive by a Device App requests for registration for a certain QoS level (the registration can be for all the IPflows handled by the App or only for some of them).

5.3.2.2 DANE-2
This interface shall be able to deliver to Device Apps registered to DSO some specific Event Notifications (e.g. decreased actual QoS level).
5.3.2.3 DANE-3
This interface shall be able to receive from the DSO the requests for the establishment of bearers with a certain QoS level.
5.3.2.4 DANE-4
This interface shall be able to send back to the DSO the responses to the requests for bearer establishment.
5.3.2.5 DANE-5
Out of scope of the enabler. This interface should be used by DSO to contact a Management Server responsible for DSO behaviour policy remote setting.
5.3.2.6 DANE-6
Out of scope of the enabler. This interface should be used by a Management Server to send to DSO the policy for DSO behaviour.
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
