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1 Overview

This liaison is sent to W3C to announce the availability of three new tools that have recently been put in place for the UAProf community : 

1) An online forum where suggestions can be made for additions/ modifications to the core vocabulary of the published UAProf specifications.

2) An online UAProf validator that enables users to upload profiles and have them validated against the UAProf specification.

3) A repository of validated UAProf profiles.

Details on these tools can be in the following section.

2 Proposal

These new tools can be accessed from the public UAProf portal : http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/profiles.

The UAProf Vocabulary Management Tool allows the community to view and to propose addition/ modification requests to the UAProf core vocabulary that is part of the published specification. The tool is designed to allow a bulletin-board style discussion forum for core vocabulary change requests. This tool was implemented as a result of requests received to add core vocabulary describing functionality common in more recent mobile devices, such as camera.

The UAProf SWG of OMA will then review these requests and comments on a periodic basis, and revise the core vocabulary as needed.

The portal also contains a link to an online validator which allows the user to submit a URL containing an instance of a UAProf profile, or alternatively to upload one for validation. Errors, if any, are reported to the user in a diagnostic screen. After the profile has been validated, a validation mark is placed into the profile document to indicate the date and time of validation. This validated profile is then stored in an online repository where it can be retrieved by the community.

The online profile repository is currently being populated with existing device profiles from the community. The goal is for this to become a centralized place for validated, reliable UAProf profiles.

3 Requested Action(s)

The UAProf SWG requests the W3C’s DDWG and DIWG members to review these new tools and welcomes any questions, comments, or suggestions.
