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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is intended to highlight the need to widen the UAProf Vocabulary by giving some clear examples of attributes missing from the actual UAProf Vocabulary and yet useful for the origin servers in order to provide a customized content for the user.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is a proposal for an extension of the UAProf Vocabulary. This paper identifies four examples of information missing from the actual UAProf Vocabulary and that could be used by content providers to adapt more accurately the content to user devices. 
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Available screen size displayable for the Browser
The screen size is one of the most important information provided by the UAProf in order to customize content for the specific device of a user. Yet, the information provided by the UAProf is the "physical" screen size. This information is not what is really relevant for the content editors. Actually, what content editors are more interested in is the available screen size for the browser, excluding the vertical scrollbar, the softkeys and the icons for radio coverage, battery or anything else. 
I propose to add a new attribute in BrowserUA section to address this issue. For the name, I suggest "BrowserScreenSize".
2. Support of several objects on the same line
The capability to display several objects on the same line, for instance an image and a link, is also an important information to provide to the content editors. 
I suggest then a new attribute in the BrowserUA section, of boolean type, named "MultipleObject".

3. Support of sub-types of image formats

In the CcppAccept attribute of the SoftwarePlatform section, it is possible to precise the image formats supported by the device, for example GIF or JPG. But inside those formats, they may be different sub-types. For instance, there are two versions for GIF format: GIF 87a and GIF89a (that includes the transparent colour in the palette and the possibility to precise a delay for animated GIF), and also two versions for JPG: regular JPG and progressive JPG.
This is probably not exhaustive and needs further discussions.

4. Audio time playing 

Depending on their capabilities, some devices can only play audio files for a certain duration. To prevent the downloading of a audio file longer than the limit time playing of the device, an attribute should be added to UAProf Vocabulary, in the HardwarePlatform section.

5 Recommendation

The recommendation is that the attributes proposed in this paper should be added to the UAProf Vocabulary to better fit the needs of origin servers, so that they are able to customize content more accurately when using UAProf.
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
