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1 Reason for Contribution

UAProf specification currently lacks of some aspects and features related to the fast development and deploy of new network technologies. One of these features is the specification of the bearers supported by the device, through the UA profile. 

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution shows a group of properties to be added to the UAProfile that aims to cover the networks and bearer characteristics available in the device.

Since UAPROF v.2.0 was released, many new technologies have been incorporated to mobile devices, and it should be of a great interest to reflect these new capabilities on the current UAProf vocabulary. 

For instance, the new mobile technologies as UMTS (3G) already implanted, and the upcoming upgrades (as HDSPA) can’t be outside of the UAProf vocabulary. And as the convergence between mobile, fixed and Internet services  continues its progress, other kind of bearers and technologies such as WiFi and WiMAX are starting to be included on mobile devices.

All of these attributes are going to be included under the existent component NetworkComponent. 

3 Detailed Proposal

New mobile technologies have been deployed lately; and the number of devices supporting these technologies increases continuously. Among these technologies, the natural evolution of the Mobile Network could not be missed on the description of the device’s capabilities. This evolution has led to the following technologies:

· EDGE: Enhanced Data Rates for GSM Evolution: a step beyond GPRS, works in GSM as a superset of GPRS functions and works over any network with GPRS deployed.

· UMTS: Universal Mobile Telecommunications System: The 3rd (3G) generation of mobile telecommunications. Technology currently deployed mostly worldwide.

· HSDPA: High Speed Downlink Packet Access: A mobile protocol, which extends UMTS (sometimes referred as 3.5G) and increases the available data rate.

On the other side, the convergence of fixed and mobile technologies and the fast development of the devices makes possible for mobile devices to support fast technologies intended primary for desktop devices.

· WiFi: technology of wireless local area networks (WLAN) based on the IEE 802.11 specifications.

· WiMAX: (Worldwide Interoperability for Microwave Access), a standard based technology enabling the delivery of last mile wireless broadband access as an alternative to cable and DSL.
Each of these technologies has different bearers and ways to transmit information. These options may be included in the attributes added to the current schema; so the attributes will have the same structure of the already validated on the UAProf vocabulary.

These are the following attributes considered to be added to the current UAProf vocabulary:
