4 Introduction
(Informative)

The Devices Profile Evolution is intended to provide a standardized solution to convey device dynamic capabilities, when possible, in real time.  This property name and value communication from the device to a Principal, or ASP, aims to provide additional information allowing an enhancement of the quality of the services provided to the device. This enhancement could be a better content adaptation, services matching to the maximum extent the device capabilities, resulting on a better user experience.
DPE architecture follows a server – client model. Therefore, in the existing OMA architecture two new entities will be created: 
DPE Server: The main tasks of DPE Server will be:

· Query the DPE Client about the property names supported and its values. 
· Manage, and send to the DPE Client the policies for the communication of the properties, in order to minimize the impact of these communications on the over the air interface.
· Communicate these property names and values to an external entity which was the origin of the request (e.g., an ASP). 
DPE Client: The DPE Client, installed on the device, will perform the following tasks: 

· Obtain the device’s internal information about the dynamic properties, and communicate the values when needed and / or requested. 
· Accept and apply the DPE Server policies. 
The creation of the Core Vocabulary of dynamic properties will take place in a further stage, the development of the Technical Specification (TS) of the Enabler. 
4.1 Planned Phases

This architecture is within the second phase of the Devices Profile Evolution work.  The specification that is going to be derived from this architecture is DPE 1.0. Therefore, this is the first version of the architecture, and there are no additional phases planned beyond this architecture to cover the requirements described in the DPE 1.0 RD [DPE RD].
