This Change Request proposes a new flow that illustrates the case when an ASP tries to retrieve the value of a dynamic device property that is not supported by the DPE Client.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  New flow description
5.4.2.2 Retrieval of an unsupported dynamic device property's value 

This flow describes the DPE messages exchanged when an Application Service Provider tries to retrieve the value of an unsupported dynamic device property from a DPE Client hosted on the end-user's device:

1. A User-Agent (e.g. a browser) hosted on the end-user's device sends a request for content or for a service to an Application Service Provider. This request includes the address of the DPE Server associated with the DPE Client and the DPE Client ID assigned by the DPE Server during the registration process.

2. Upon receiving this information, the Application Service Provider sends a request to the DPE Server containing the DPE Client ID and the specific dynamic device property whose value is needed.
3. After a verification of its validity, the DPE Server forwards the request to the DPE Client. 

4. The dynamic device property requested is not supported by the DPE Client's version hosted in the end-user's device. Therefore the DPE Client sends the adequate error message to the DPE Server.

5. The DPE Server forwards the DPE Client's error message to the Application Service Provider.

6. The Application Service Provider delivers the "by default" content or service to the User-Agent, with no possible adaptation based on dynamic device properties information retrieval.
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
