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1 Reason for Change

This Change Request modifies the service request message between User Agent and ASP on section 5.4.2. 
During the moment of the service request, ASP does not need to know the DPE Server address. When ASP needs to know DPE Server’s address, ASP can find DPE Server’s address in other ways. This shows how to find DPE Server’s address instead of during sending service request. 

When UA sends message to ASP, the unique identifier of DPE Client only is sent through message. When ASP need to know DPE Server’s address associated of DPE Client, ASP requests to DPE Client for the DPE Server’s address. And then UA responses the DPE Server address to ASP. For explain:

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modification of service request message. 
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1. A User Agent (e.g. a browser) hosted on the end-user's device sends a request to an Application Service Provider. This request includes the unique identifier assigned originally during the registration process.
2. The Application Service Provider sends a request to the DPE Server including the identifier of the DPE Client and the name of the needed dynamic device property's value.

3. After a verification of its validity, the DPE Server forwards the request to the DPE Client. 

4. If the requested dynamic device property is supported, the DPE Client sends its value to the DPE Server. 

5. The DPE Server forwards the DPE Client's answer to the Application Service Provider.

6. The Application Service Provider delivers its response to the User Agent initial request, according to the value of the dynamic device property retrieved through the DPE Server.
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
