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1 Reason for Change

The BT-DCAP group maintains a public forum [1] for the discussion of the UAProf 2.0 core vocabulary and allows for the suggestion of changes/additions to the vocabulary via that forum.
Periodically all of the outstanding requests are reviewed by the BT-DCAP SWG and the approved changes are rolled into a CR against the UAProf core vocab description [2].

This CR is intended for that purpose, i.e. to roll into [2] all the changes that have been accepted as of June 2007.

Please note that the UAprof spec is split up such that the core vocabulary is separate from the actual technical specification itself. Hence, any update to the core vocabulary has no effect on the TS.

As a result, this CR is marked as a Class 3, requiring no IOP phase etc. since it does not make any changes to the technical spec of UAProf 2.0. 

Instead, it is recommended that this updated schema (attached herein) is published as a SUP file for UAProf 2.01.
