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1 Reason for Contribution

Following Registration process definition discussion in Bangkok, an action was given to me propose a state diagram for the registration process.
2 Summary of Contribution

The registration process is the phase where the DPE Client asks the DPE Server for the retrieval of a unique DPE Client ID. The purpose of this contribution is not to define properly the registration process but to propose a diagram state that describes when and under what circumstances the registration process must be initiated by the DPE Client.
3 Detailed Proposal

Please find the proposed in the attached slide document (Registration process diagram.ppt).
At device switching on, the DPE Client verifies if it already has an assigned DPE Client ID. 
· If not, it initiates the registration process.
· In the other case, the DPE Client verifies if the SIM Card inserted in the device is unchanged by checking if the MSISDN/IMSI has changed. 
· If not, it initiates the registration process.

· In the other case, there is no need to initiate a registration process.

Remark: It is assumed that the DPE Client ID is linked to the MSISDN/IMSI.

Since the MSISDN/IMSI is a required for a DPE Server to be able to send a request to a DPE Client, it must be associated to the DPE Client ID. If not, in case a new SIM Card has been inserted in the device, the DPE Server could address a request to get the device capabilities of the wrong device, where the former SIM Card is inserted. In addition, the registration process should permit to delete any information cached at the DPE Server level and associated to the former MSISDN/IMSI. 
There is also a scenario not represented in the below diagram for registration process initiation. The DPE Server has the ability to force a new registration process. At any time, after receiving the adequate message from the DPE Server (that will be defined subsequently along with the DPE-1 interface), the DPE Client will initiates a registration process.
