1 Reason for Contribution

Following the presentation of this input contribution in Seoul, this is the revision R01 that intends to add some clarification to the initial proposal.
Following Registration process definition discussion in Bangkok, an action was given to me propose a state diagram for the registration process.
2 Summary of Contribution

The registration process is the phase where the DPE Client asks the DPE Server for the retrieval of a unique DPE Client ID. The purpose of this contribution is not to define properly the registration process but to propose a diagram state that describes when and under what circumstances the registration process must be initiated by the DPE Client.
3 Detailed Proposal


The main action undertaken during the registration process is the assignation of a DPE Client ID to the DPE Client. The DPE Client ID is the identifier used by the Service Providers to request the DPE Server about a given DPE Client. The DPE Server then uses the MSISDN to contact the DPE Client and retrieve the information requested by the Service Provider.
Therefore, the DPE Server must keep the association between the MSISDN and the DPE Client ID of every DPE Client. In addition, this association must be up-to-date for the DPE request to be always sent to the right DPE Clients.
To meet these conditions, here is the proposed algorithm that describes when and under what circumstances the registration process must be initiated by the DPE Client.
At device switching on, the DPE Client verifies if it already has an assigned DPE Client ID. 
· If not, it initiates the registration process.
· If yes, the DPE Client verifies if the SIM Card inserted in the device has changed since last switching on (this supposes that the DPE Client is aware of the MSISDN it is associated to at a given time). 
· If yes, it initiates the registration process.

·  If not, there is no need to initiate a registration process.


Following this algorithm, the DPE Server always has the correct correspondence between DPE Client ID and MSISDN and DPE requests are therefore always sent to the right device.

Please find attached a state diagram that illustrates this algorithm (Registration process diagram_R01.ppt).
In addition to that, the DPE Server may also force the registration process at any time (not represented in the diagram).
