6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Diagram modifications
Several changes have been brought to the previous architectural diagram (§5.2):
· Removal of the "DPE Properties Registry"
A potential DPE Properties Registry with the up-to-date version of DPE Core Vocabulary is not in the scope of the DPE architectural diagram. Besides, being advertised through a synchronization process that some new dynamic device properties have been added to the DPE Core Vocabulary doesn't make a DPE Server or an Application Service Provider able to handle the new dynamic device properties without at least a minimal software update.

The removal of this component comes of course with the removal of the DPE-4 interface, which was intended to be used for the communication with the DPE Properties Registry.
· Addition of different components (not described in the DPE Enabler) as potential source for the bootstrap process (providing the necessary information the DPE Client to be able to initiate a connection with a DPE Server)
On the last version of the architectural diagram, the bootstrap process wasn't represented, and yet described in the registration process flow. 

· Modifications of some arrows' directions 
Following AD Best Practices recommendations, the directions of some arrows of the diagram have been changed. The directions of the arrows now reflect the fact that a component is using an interface exposed by another component.
