6 Detailed Change Proposal

To change the arrow of DPE-2 interface from single-headed to double-headed arrow in Figure 1:  Diagram of DPE Architecture, section 5.2. 
AD Best Practices document states that directions of arrows not necessarily represent direction of the flow of information, but instead represent functionalities in an element exposed to another element. In this case, single-headed arrow for DPE-2 pointing towards the DPE client indicates that client capabilities are exposed to and used by DPE server. But, what are not covered by this single-headed arrow are DPE server capabilities and functionalities exposed to and used by DPE client, such as requirements DPE-ADM-2 and part of DPE-Auth-2 that are initiated by the client and not triggered by any policy or query from the server.

	The DPE Client MUST support the ability to notify its supported policies to the Authorized Principal

	DPE-Auth-2
	The DPE enabler SHALL  authenticate and authorize Principals, for example, for the purpose of:

· Querying supported Dynamic Device Properties and supported policies;
· Requesting a notification following a status change of a Dynamic Device Property


Farther more, definition for DPE-2 in section 5.3.2.2 states that communication using DPE-2 interface can be initiated either by the client or server, which means that arrow has to be double-headed.
Change of definition of Interface DPE-2 in Section 5.3.2.2
The DPE–2 Interface:
[Current definition] The DPE-2 interface allows the DPE Server to request the value(s) of a single (or a group of) device dynamic property (ies) or to apply policies to a DPE Client. The communications using DPE-2 interface can be initiated either by the DPE Client or by the DPE server.

[Proposed change] The DPE-2 interface allows communication between DPE Server and DPE client, to request the value(s) of a single (or a group of) device dynamic property (ies), to apply policies to a DPE Client and to respond to those requests and policies. The communications using DPE-2 interface can be initiated either by the DPE Client or by the DPE server
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
