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1 Reason for Change

Mobile device capable of multi-task can get more than one service at the same time. 
There is a case that more than one SP set their policies to the same DPE Client through DPE Server. When one condition of policies is matched and DPE Client sends DPE_Policy_Property_Report to DPE Server, the Policy-ID alone can be too ambiguous for the DPE Server to distinguish for which SP the report is heading, since the Policy-ID was allocated by one SP regardless of the other SPs.
Therefore messages related to DPE Policy needs to include SP_ID. 
Then DPE Server can distinguish Service provider that the received policy notification is subjected to and send DPE3 Interface message to appropriate Service Provider when DPE Server receives DPE_Policy_Property_Report or DPE_Policy_Group_Report from DPE Client,
