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1 General Description

The OMA User Agent Profile (UAProf) group owns the specification for device profiles within OMA. This specification identifies a core vocabulary which defines the attributes and allowed values for describing a device’s capabilities and preferences. The Objective of work item (WI) 0060 is to define and implement a process for managing and evolving the UAProf core vocabulary. This arose out of a need to manage the many vocabulary addition/modification requests which the group receives, and to put in place a process for dealing with these requests. The actual process is captured in a separate document.

This Work Item is unlike traditional work items in that its deliverable is not a specification but rather a tool and a documented process for managing the UAProf vocabulary extension schema using that tool.

The deliverables of this WI are :

· A vocabulary management tool implemented on the OMA servers

· A vocabulary validation tool on the OMA servers

· A repository of validated extension schema maintained on the OMA servers

· A best practices document outlining UAProf common errors and the process for using the UAProf tools to produce and maintain accurate profiles.
