5.1 State Model

Suspend: The DCD Channel transition to the Suspended state occurs when the DCD Enabled Client Application, the DCD Service Provider, or the DCD Content Provider requests the DCD Enabler to suspend content delivery. The content delivery suspension request may be issued directly using the DCD-CADE and DCD-CPDE interfaces or indirectly using settings in the Channel Metadata (e.g. suspend delivery when roaming).

Resume: The DCD Channel transition from the Suspended to Active state occurs when the DCD Enabled Client Application, the DCD Service Provider, or the DCD Content Provider issues a request to resume channel delivery. The channel delivery may be resumed as a result of an interface action via DCD-CADE and DCD-CPDE or when the content delivery suspension condition specified in the Channel Metadata is no longer valid.
5.7 Suspension
Channel content delivery to a specific DCD-Enabled Client Application can be temporarily suspended. The channel suspension can be initiated by either DCD-Enabled Client Application or Content Provider.

DCD-Enabled Client Application may initiate channel suspension by sending an explicit suspension request to DCD Client via DCD-CADE interface. When receiving a channel suspension request from DCD-Enabled Client Application, DCD Client forwards the suspension request to DCD Server over DCD-3 interface. Analogously DCD-Enabled Client Application may explicitly request resumption of a suspended channel and the request is forwarded to DCD server via the same interfaces. 

The details of DCD-Enabled Client Application initiated channel suspension/resumption are described in Sections [References to relevant DCD-CADE/DCD-3 message descriptions].

Similarly Content Provider may suspend or resume content delivery for a channel by issuing explicit requests to DCD server via DCD-CPDE interface. The DCD Server may also perform channel suspension/resumption on behalf of the Content Provider as per the settings in Channel Metadata delivered by Content Provider upon channel registration. The DCD Server notifies the DCD Client of channel suspension/resumption via DCD-3 interface in the case of Content Provider initiated channel suspension/resumption.

The details of Content Provider initiated channel suspension/resumption are described in Sections [References to relevant DCD-CPDE/DCD-3 message descriptions].
