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1 Reason for Contribution

The intent of this contribution is to add TS text for the operation of CP-initiated Channel Metadata modification.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution adds TS text for the new ModifyChannel message and ModifyChannelResponse message. By these messages, CP’s can update Channel Metadata for registered channels.
3 Detailed Proposal

Change 1: Add a new section after 7.2.1.6 for “Content Provider Channel Modification”
7.2.1.x Content Provider Channel Modification

DCD Servers SHALL recognize the ModifyChannelRequest message as a Content Provider request to update Channel Metadata attributes of a registered channel. If the DCD Server accepts a CP-requested channel modification, it SHALL send the ModifyChannelResponse message with a “success” status.

DCD Servers SHALL recognize the following as changes to Channel Metadata attributes when included in the ModifyChannelRequest message:

· The presence of Channel Metadata attributes not currently defined for the channel SHALL be considered as a request to set a new attribute for the channel.

· The presence of Channel Metadata attributes currently defined for the channel SHALL be considered as a request to modify the value of an existing attribute for the channel. DCD Servers SHALL ignore Channel Metadata attributes with the same value as currently set.

· The presence of Channel Metadata attributes with a null value SHALL be considered as a request to delete an attribute for the channel.

If a Content Provider has changed Channel Metadata attributes affecting Channel Guide published channels, DCD Servers SHALL update the Channel Guide for the channel.

If a Content Provider has changed Channel Metadata attributes affecting current subscribers of a channel, DCD Servers SHALL issue a SystemNotification (SubscriptionStatusUpdate) informing the affected DCD Clients.
